2 | Jones Road The Oil Stick 
blends four nourishing oils into  
a balm. Massage it over dry skin 
and cuticles, or use it to high- 
light cheek- and browbones ($26, 
jonesroadbeauty.com). 

3 | Doctor Babor Cleanformance 
Deep Cleansing Pads lather up 
with just a few drops of water to 
sweep away makeup and grime 
($40 for 20, us.babor.com). 

4 | EltaMD UV Glow Broad-Spec-
trum SPF 36 is a quadruple threat:  
It primes skin, calms it with niacina-
mide, illuminates with mica, and 
protects with SPF ($37, eltamd.com). 

5 | MOB Face Palette is completely 
customizable: Pop in your favorite 
shades of blush, bronzer, and shad-
ows (from $95, mobbeauty.com). 

6 | Everist Conditioner Concen-
trate condenses the actives in your 
usual formula. A dab emulsifies 
with a splash of water ($24, hello 
everist.com).  

7 | Plus Body-Wash Sheets fully 
dissolve in the shower, letting  
you leave the heavy bottle at home 
($17 for 16, cleanwith.plus).  

8 | Bite Toothpaste Bits are as tiny 
as breath mints; simply pop one  
in your mouth and start brushing 
(from $12, bitetoothpastebits.com). 

9 | Stasher Pocket Bags keep bar 
soaps, cotton swabs, and hair ties 
clean and detangled—slip them  
in and squeeze the air out ($8, 
stasherbag.com).
